Recent Ceramics by Brandon Reese, also on view through Oct. 28 at the OSU Museum 

of Art.  

Contingent Structures features a selection of new ceramic sculptures by Reese, 

illustrating his ongoing exploration of monumental, open-worked constructions that 

reference architectural structures such as towers and circular enclosures.   

Employing the use of grids, modules, and serial systems, Reese’s practice equally 

embraces formal strategies alongside his intuitive engineering as he assembles distinct 

parts into negotiated wholes.
